The existing ‘Northern’ store employs 50 people and the new ‘NorthMart’ will create 15 new positions for a 
total employment of 65. New jobs will include customer service representatives, department managers, 
pharmacy technicians and pharmacists. The construction phase will also bring employment opportunities for 
local trades people and companies like Mid-North Development Corporation, which is owned by the Cross 
Lake Band.  
 
Cross Lake is a first nation community located in central Manitoba approximately 800 kilometers by road 
north of Winnipeg, MB and 250 kilometers by road south of Thompson, MB.
